AN ORDINANCE GRANTING A SPECIAL USE PERMIT FOR THE ESTABLISHMENT OF A RESIDENTIAL USE WITHIN A COMMERCIAL BUILDING AT 2210 PROSPECT CIRCLE, JUNCTION CITY, GEARY COUNTY, KANSAS.

WHEREAS, application has been made by Trinidad and Margaret Maldonado, owners, requesting a Special Use Permit to allow the establishment of a residential use in an existing commercial building on property at 2210 Prospect Circle, Junction City, Kansas; and,

WHEREAS, the Metropolitan Planning Commission of Junction City and Geary County conducted a public hearing on Case No. SUP-07-01-11, following published notification in accordance with K.S.A. 12-741, et. seq., as amended, on July 14, 2011; and,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF JUNCTION CITY, KANSAS, THAT: 
Section 1.
The following described property is hereby granted a Special Use Permit to allow the establishment of a residential use in an existing commercial building on property at 2210 Prospect Circle, subject to the conditions and restrictions listed herein:

Lot 6, Block 1, Devin Second Addition, a subdivision in Junction City, Geary County, Kansas.
Section 2.
The Special Use Permit herein granted shall be subject to the following conditions and restrictions:
A.
All construction shall conform to the requirements of the adopted building codes with respect to mixed use buildings.
Section 3.
This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its publication once in the Junction City Daily Union.

That this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after it publication once in the official city newspaper.
