Case No. Z-10-01-11 – Rezoning of property on east side of Spring Valley Road and north of Indian Ridge Unit No. 6 from “A” Agricultural (County Regulations) to “RS” Suburban Residential –  (S-3100)

Issue:  Consideration of request of Kaw Valley Engineering, agent, on behalf of RMD Investments, LLC, owner, to rezone from “A” Agricultural (County Regulations) to “RS” Suburban Residential District, property east of Spring Valley Road and immediately north of Indian Ridge Unit No. 6, Junction City, Kansas.  The rezoning deals only with the land owned by RMD Investments, LLC, in the larger tract owned by Mr. Munson that is locally known as the former quarry location.  This property was annexed into the City in 2007 as part of the unilateral annexation of land on the east side of Spring Valley Road.  There was no change in zoning considered with the annexation, so by law the tract retains its County zoning designation until changed through the City zoning process.
Explanation of Issue:  The Metropolitan Planning Commission held a public hearing on October 13, 2011, to consider this request.  The purpose of the rezoning is to support the development of the property for single-family residential purposes.  By unanimous vote, the MPC has recommended the rezoning be granted.
Alternatives:  In accordance with K.S.A. 12-757, the City Commission has the following alternatives for a rezoning application on first appearance:

1.
To accept the recommendation of the MPC and approve the Ordinance, thereby rezoning the property. 

2.
Modify the recommendation of the Planning Commission by a 2/3 majority vote and approve the Ordinance as so modified, thereby rezoning the property subject to said changes.

3.
Return the recommendation to the Planning Commission for further consideration, specifying the items, concerns or issues with said recommendation.

4.
Disapprove the recommendation of the Planning Commission by a 2/3 majority vote and not rezone the property.

Staff Recommendation:  Accept the recommendation of the MPC and approve the Ordinance, thereby rezoning the property.

Suggested Motion:  

Commissioner ___________________ moved that the recommendation of the Planning Commission be accepted and that Ordinance No. S-3100, an ordinance rezoning property located on the east side of Spring Valley Road and north of Indian Ridge Unit No. 6 from the “A” Agricultural District to the “RS” Suburban Residential District be approved on first reading.
