Case No. Z-11-01-11 – Rezoning of property at 303 West 8th Street from “CR” Restricted Commercial to “RM” Multiple Family Residential – (S-3101)

Issue:  Consideration of request of Don B. Haynes, agent, on behalf of Shang A. Schroeder, owner, to rezone from “CR” Restricted Commercial District to “RM” Multiple Family Residential District, the property located at 303 West 8th Street, Junction City, Geary County, Kansas.  This property was rezoned to the commercial district a number of years ago, apparently to accommodate the commercial business in the accessory building.  When the City’s Zoning Regulations no longer allowed residential uses in these commercial zones, the home became a legal nonconforming use.  This situation often results in difficulty in selling or refinancing existing homes because of that nonconformity.  This rezoning is to make the residential use a conforming use to allow the future sale of the home.
Explanation of Issue:  The Metropolitan Planning Commission held a public hearing on November 10, 2011, to consider this request.  By unanimous vote, the MPC has recommended the rezoning be granted.
Alternatives:  In accordance with K.S.A. 12-757, the City Commission has the following alternatives for a rezoning application on first appearance:

1.
To accept the recommendation of the MPC and approve the Ordinance, thereby rezoning the property. 

2.
Modify the recommendation of the Planning Commission by a 2/3 majority vote and approve the Ordinance as so modified, thereby rezoning the property subject to said changes.

3.
Return the recommendation to the Planning Commission for further consideration, specifying the items, concerns or issues with said recommendation.

4.
Disapprove the recommendation of the Planning Commission by a 2/3 majority vote and not rezone the property.

Staff Recommendation:  Accept the recommendation of the MPC and approve the Ordinance, thereby rezoning the property.

Suggested Motion:  

Commissioner ___________________ moved that the recommendation of the Planning Commission be accepted and that Ordinance No. S-3101, an ordinance rezoning property located at 303 West 8th Street from “CR” Restricted Commercial District to “RM” Multiple Family Residential District be approved on first reading.
