Commissioner Wunder moved, seconded by commissioner Talley to approve the
Consent Agenda as amended.

Jim
Germann informed the Commission that this is an option for leasing a fiber
connection to remote sites (12th Street Community Center, Rolling Meadows Golf
Course, Fire Station #2). The equipment will create a high speed connection for a
VPN connection. Mr. Germann would do all of the installation of the equipment.
Mr. Germann also stated that if there is an increase in the speed of the internet,
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there will be a small increase in the monthly internet cost. Commissioner Talley
moved, seconded by Commissioner Wunder fo approve the purchase of
equipment from Cisco Equipment in the amount of $12,948.78. Ayes: Heldstab,
Rhodes, Talley, Taylor, Wunder. Nayes: None. Motion carried.

b. The consideration to award demolition bid to Harold Glessner Excavating in the
amount of $27,230 for multiple properties. Dave Hurley requested that the
Commission approve the demolition bid for the properties located at 10th and
Washington Streets.
