Subject:
Repeal of Energy Code (G-1100 attached)
Issue:  Consideration of ordinance (G-1100) repealing Chapter 535, Energy Code, from Title V, Building and Construction, of the Municipal Code of the City of Junction City.
Explanation of Issue:  The 2006 version of the International Building Codes were adopted by the City Commission in December of 2010.  Included within these Codes was the Energy Code, which has been a part of the code family for years; however previous adoptions did not include these standards for new construction.  The Energy Code was included with this update because of the enhanced quality and efficiency of construction under these codes.  In addition, reports have been presented that new construction must meet these new energy efficiency standards in the near future anyway.
Some builders have complained that the compliance with the requirements of this code result in an increase in construction costs that they are not able to pass on to buyers.  While no specific instances of this have been proven, the general consensus appears to be that the full implementation of the Energy Code is premature for the City.  As such, the attached ordinance will repeal the Code.
The City Commission approved the first reading of this ordinance on June 21, 2011, by unanimous vote.
