Subject:     
G-1107 Unlawful Noise Ordinance Revision
Objective:  Consideration of G-1107 revision to City Ordinance Unlawful Noise Section 220.740, subsection A.6.
Explanation of Issue:  The current ordinance has been interpreted as to require the victim of an Unlawful Noise complaint to be present for prosecution of the offense, i.e. a police officer could declare a violation but could not sign the complaint if the reporting party chose to stay anonymous.  Revision of the ordinance is necessary to allow prosecution of Unlawful Noise violations when the reporting party chooses to remain anonymous but the police officer through their own observations has confirmed there is, in fact, a violation.
Budget Impact:  The revision may have a positive budgetary impact through the penalty phase of the ordinance.
Alternatives:  

1.  Approve ordinance G-1107.

2.  Disapprove ordinance G-1107. 

3.  Modify the revision.


4.  Table the request.
