Rescission of Benesch Engineering Contracts
Objective:  If the Commission so desires, the objective on this item would be to rescind the motion for award of professional service contracts to Albert Benesch and Company for the assessment studies of Junction City’s water and waste water plants.
Explanation of Issue:  Since the last meeting, members of the Commission seem to have become uncomfortable with the decision to award the contract without the competitive bidding of services and possibly want to change that decision.

Robert’s Rules of Order provides guidance when the body changes its mind on a previous action.  In this case, the correct procedure would be a motion by any member of the body to rescind the previous action.  That motion would then need a second.  Discussion would then ensue with a formal vote on the action at the end of discussion.

Recommendation:  At the will of the Commission, the following motion to rescind would be in order:
I move to rescind the motion awarding the professional service contracts to Albert Benesch and Company which was adopted December 20, 2011.
